Bu bildiride, ulasilabilen sayilarindan anlasildigi kadariyla, 1334-1336 (1918-1920) yillari arasinda
yayimlanmis olan “Askeri Ceride-i Baytariyye” adli derginin veteriner hekimligi tarihi agisindan
degerlendirilmesi amaclanmistir. Arastirmanin materyalini, derginin Milli Kutliphanedeki “1973
SA 183” demirbas numarasi ile kayith 19 sayisi olusturmaktadir. Derginin ilk sayisi Haziran 1334
(Haziran 1918) tarihli, ulasilabilen son sayisi ise Kan(n-i sani 1336 (Ocak 1920) tarihli 19 numarali
sayidir. ilk sayinin girisinde yer alan “ifade-i Mahsusa” adli yazida derginin gikarilis amacinin, Balkan
Harbi nedeniyle kesintiye ugramis olan dergi yayinciliginda, veteriner hekimligi alanina iliskin agig
kapatmak oldugu belirtilmistir. “Harbiye Nezareti Baytar Miifettis-i Umumiligi” tarafindan “Matbaa-i
Askeriye”de basilmis olan “Askeri Ceride-i Baytariyye” aylk bir dergidir. Derginin adi, Tesrin-i sani
1335 (Kasim 1919) tarihli 17. sayidan itibaren “Askeri Mecmua-i Baytariyye” olarak degistirilmistir.
Yayin d6mrini “Askerf Mecmua-i Baytariyye” adiyla tamamladigi anlasilan derginin 19 sayilik arsivinde
tiberkiiloz, ruam ve kuduz gibi hastaliklar, ddneme iliskin at ve sigir varligi, et muayenesi gibi bilimsel
konular yaninda biyografiler ve yurtdisindaki veteriner hekimligi egitim kurumlari hakkinda bilgiler
bulunmaktadir.

Sonug olarak, “AskerT Ceride-i Baytariyye” adl derginin veteriner hekimligi tarihi acisindan 6nem arz
ettigi ileri strlebilir.

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AN EVALUATION OF THE JOURNAL TITLED “ASKERI CERIDE-i BAYTARIYYE”
FROM THE STANDPOINT OF THE HISTORY OF VETERINARY MEDICINE

This study aims to provide a historical evluation of veterinary surgeon of the journal titled “Askeri
Ceride-i Baytariyye” (Military Veterinary Journal) and published between 1918 and 1920 based on
the informations as far as concerned from the available issues. The main materials of the research
consists of nineteen issues of the journal registered at the national library at the asset id number
“1973 SA 183”. The first issue of the journal is June 1334 (June 1918) and the last available one
is the nineteenth one titled KanGn-i sani 1336 (January 1920). The introductory article titled
“Ifade-i Mahsusa” (Special Statement), published in the first issue of the journal, indicates that the
publication of the journal was aimed at closing the deficit of veterinary publications in the publishing
sector, arising from the termination of the publishing business due to the break of the Balkan War.
Published by the Veterinary Inspectorate of the Ministry of War and printed at the Military Printing
House, the “Askeri Ceride-i Baytariyye” was a monthly journal. As from November 1919 and the
publication of the 17" issue, the name of the journal was changed as “Askeri Mecmua-i Baytariyye”.
The 19-issue archive of the journal, determined to have completed its publishing life under the name
“Askeri Mecmua-i Baytariyye”, gave coverage to technical topics including the diseases tuberculosis,
glanders and rabies, the equine and bovine population of the period, and meat inspection, as well as
to biographies and information pertaining to overseas veterinary education institutions.

In conclusion, it is suggested that the journal titled “Askeri Ceride-i Baytariyye” bears significance
from the standpoint of the history of veterinary medicine.
